The Canal Fulton Police Department serves approximately 5,400 residents, and is made up of
12 full time sworn police officers, and one administrative assistant. Officers provide patrol
services, traffic enforcement, investigations, community policing, and two officers assigned as
School Resource Officers at Northwest Local Schools.

Emergency Police/Fire Assistance

Emergency calls that require immediate assistance, such as crimes in progress, vehicle
accidents with injuries, or any other potentially life-threatening situation.
